Coverage

assessments, ensure frequent exposure to Term 1 assessment topics, lexis, grammar and functional language found in this document. 

Coverage may differ from what is featured in the course books. The Literacy and Humanities Assessment Unit will provide resources to 

support you and your students in preparing for assessments. A supporting slideshow with examples of Term 1 grammatical points and 

functional language will be released in weeks 6 - 7 to provide support for all Term 1 assessments. An additional slideshow will be released 

ahead of the Reading Summative Assessment. This is for classroom use and will contain information about key lexis. We recommend 

using the information in the coverage details to develop your own resources to provide additional exposure to assessed topics and 

language points throughout the term.

In Term 1 Assessments, you will find a list of all assessments for the term including the assessment type, weights for the term and the 

academic year, pacing, release dates and due dates, and a brief description of each assessment.
