What is a paragraph?

® A group of sentences that talk
about the same topic.

® |t usually has more than 5
sentences.

® |t has a topic sentence. A topic
sentence is the first sentfence in a
paragraph, it answers the main
question.

® |t has supporting details. Supporting
details are more information, they
answer the smaller questions.

® |t has a conclusion sentence, this
sentfence ends the paragraph.

e DON'T write very long sentences without full stops.

e DON'T forget to read your writing again to check for

mistakes.

DON'T use google translate or search online for answers
because that is CHEATING!
