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AURORA BOREALIS

The aurora borealis phenomenon is one of the most beautiful
astronomical phenomena seen in the sky, which many amateur
astronomers and the general public enjoy watching and photographing,
and this phenomenon bears another name, the northern lights or the
polar Dawn, which are spectacular displays of colorful views on the large
celestial screen towards the North and south polar regions.

The aurora appears sometimes in the form of beautiful arcs or curls, and
other times in the form of bright radiations that last for moments or
hours or maybe until dawn, and it is very rare that two Auroras are
similar in two times or places, but they take a similar pattern of shapes
and perhaps movements as well, as the Aurora is not static but swaying
according to the intensity of the charged particles that cause it to

The aurora display usually appears after sunset, where the
northern horizon occupies a transparent arc that lasts up to half
an hour and then begins to move high in the sky, becoming more

shiny as it rises, and behind it another new arc begins to form
separately from the previous one, and so on, and as these arcs
begin to rise, bends and rings are generated between them that
become shiny later, and then after a long or short time twilight
begins to fade.

The aurora borealis appears in different colors,
dominated by green, red, violet and yellow, and
the rest of the colors are a mixture of basic
colors, oxygen is responsible for the green and
red colors, while nitrogen is responsible for the

blue and Canna red colors, and the appearance

of color depends on the height of its atoms in

the upper layers of the atmosphere.

WEDDING TRADITIONS IN GERMANY:

THE BONES OF THE DEAD FROM THEIR GRAVES, DANCING WITH THEM, AND PREPARING FOR MAJOR BANQUETS
ON THIS OCCASION, AND THE RELATIVES OF THE DEAD TALK WITH HIS BONES: IN ORDER TO ASK HER ABOUT
THE EVENTS HE HAS GONE THROUGH SINCE HIS DEATH, AND THERE IS A BELIEF AMONG THE RESIDENTS THAT
ON THE DAY OF THE CELEBRATION. THE SOULS OF THE DEAD MEET THE SOULS OF THE LIVING.

CHEESE FESTIVAL:

CHEESE FESTIVAL THE CHEESE FESTIVAL IS ONE OF THE FESTIVALS SPREAD IN ENGLAND,

FAMILY ASKS THE GROOM 'S FAMILY TO COLLECT A QUANTITY OF FLIES FROM THE WASTE-COLLECTING AREAS,
AND SPRINKLE SWEETS ON THE TREES SO THAT THEY CAN CATCH THE FLIES, AND USE THEM LATERAS A
DOWRY FOR THE MARRIAGE, AS IT FOLLOWS THAT THE GROOM EATS THE DISH OF FLIES HE CAUGHT IN FRONT OF

THE BRIDE.(3)
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
