Doha Metro 

1.Every world-class city needs a world-class transport system and Doha is no different. When the 

Doha Metro opened in 2019, it brought the safest, the most convenient and the most efficient 

transport to the people of Doha, and transformed the city in time for the 2022 World Cup.
